Tuesday 19th MayJOURNEY TO THE HOLY LAND
We meet at London Heathrow Airport. EL AL flightYL316
departs at 1535 hours arriving at 2220. Trangkeawival to
our hotel in JerusalemSix night stay at the Golden Walls
Hotel close to the Old City and the Biblical sitesve shall be
visiting.
Wednesday AN INTRODUCTION TO JERUSALEM
We drive to the Mount of
Olives where we have a
panoramic view of the
walled city. As we look
across the Kidron Valley
we see the Golden Gate,
the Dome of the Rock
and the Church of the
Holy Sepulchre. On the
Mount of Olives we visit
the Pater Noster Church,
Dominus Flevit Chapel (Eucharist), and the ChuréhAlh
Nations in the Garden of Gethsemane. We drivamw est
Jerusalem and the picturesque village of Ein Kavgmere we
lunch at the Sisters of Sion convent and spend ¥isitng the
Church of John the Baptist We continue to thaelsMuseum
to visit the model of Ancient Jerusalem. We alse the Dead
Sea scrolls (housed within the Shrine of the Book).

Thursday JEWISHQUARTER, TEMPLE MT & MT ZION
We enter the Old City through Zion Gate and walkvdo
through the Jewish Quarter to the Western Wall feviae also

see the Bar-Mitzvah ceremonies) and ascend the [Bemp

Mount to visit the ElI Agsa Mosque and the DomehefRock.

We finish our morning by the Poadl of Bethesda amel@hurch
of St Anne’s. Ater lunch at the Ecce Homo conveve drive

to Mount Zion and call at the Dormition Abbey angpér

Room. We also visit the nearby Church of St Pdter
Gallicantu (possible site of the High Priest's l@us We end
the afternoon at the Garden Tomb.

Friday MASADA AND THE DEAD SEA
A full-day excursion to
Masada and the Dead Sea.
We drive into the Judean
wilderness to Herod's
desert fortress of Masada,
which we ascend by cable
car. We have an
opportunity to foat in the
therapeutic waters of the Dead Sea before lundhen
Lot Hotel. On our return journey to Jerusalem vak c
at Qumran (where the Dead Sea scrolls were
discovered). The final part of our journey is tcadlV
Qelt, for a spectacular view of St George's desert
monastery.

Saturday THE VIA DOLOROSA & BETHLEHEM

We begin our day by following the Via Dolorosa tingh the
lanes of the Old City to the Church of the Holy Glepre. We
then cross into Palestinian territory to visit Beltem. We
celebrate the Euchatrist in the Fields of the Shreishend have
time to shop in the dive wood co-operative. Weehlainch at
the Bethlehem Arab Rehabilitation Centre in BeltlJdn the
aternoon we see Manger Square and visit the Basdnd
Grotto of the Nativity and St Jerome's Caves.

Sunday MEET THE PEOPLE
Some may wish to visit the
Church of the Holy Sepulchre
in the early morning to witness
the variety of liturgy. We
then have the opportunity to
join with the local
congregation at St George's
Cathedral. We lunch at the
Jerusalem Hotel. In the
aternoon we drive to Bethany
where we visit the church and
the tomb of Lazarus. We also
visit Jeel al-Amal Boys Home
and the Lazarus Girls Home, both of which are supdoby
the McCabe Educational Trust.

Monday ROMANS AND CRUSADERS

We leave Jerusalem and drive to the Mediterraneastdo
the Roman capital of Caesarea, where we visit éktorred
amphitheatre and the aqueduct.

Guest House. We visit St Gabriel’'s Church (Mawell),
the Synagogue Church and the Basilica of
Annunciation. We return to Tiberias visiting Carsggne
ofJesus first miracle, en route.

Wednesday THE LAKESIDE MINISTRY

Today we visit the sites

associated with Jesus' life

around the Sea of Galilee.

We drive to the north of the

lake and visit the ruins of

Capernaum, Jesus Galilean

base. We continue to Mensa

Christi (where Jesus appeared

to his disciples after His

resurrection) and celebrate the

Eucharist on the shores of the

lake at Tabgha beside the

Church of the Loaves and

Fishes. Lunch is at the Convent of the Beatitud&ge visit
the church and garden which commemorate the Sewng
the Mount. Ater lunch, we walk down to the lak&dasail
back across the Sea of Galilee to the hotel, retgrby mid-
afternoon to allow time to relax and swim.
